Criteria for selection

Strands

Achievement Gap
The achievement gap, when analyzed according to race and ethnicity, achievement disparities negatively impact educational outcomes for poor children and children of color on a consistent basis. Proposals that follow this strand will expose participants to techniques, strategies and content enrichment that use technology as a bridge to closing the achievement gap. 
Instruction/Collaboration
Proposals that follow this strand will expose participants to emerging technologies such as Twitter for Teachers, Nings, Facebook, digital journaling and other emerging technologies that educators can use to strengthen instruction and collaborative learning in the digital classroom.  (A computer lab will be available to use if necessary.)

Historical Literacies
As we help students connect their lives and the world today to the past, develop research skills and develop skills to appreciate the narratives of the past we must continue to provide instruction that challenge our students and extends their current understanding.  Proposals in this strand will engage participants in sessions that address historical literacies in the Digital Age.
Emerging Technologies/ Integration
The Digital Age introduces us to various technologies that are capable of engaging all learners in meaningful instructional opportunities.  Proposals that follow this strand will expose participants to emerging technologies such as podcasts, social networking, digital storytelling and more.  (A computer lab will be available to use if necessary.)
Session Length: 

Presentations will be concurrent sessions of 50-minutes each, designed to showcase instructional materials and present topics of interest for professional development.
